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Bedfont Lakes Country Park is situated on the
western edge of the London Borough of
Hounslow, close to Heathrow Airport, and is
bordered on two sides by the Borough of
Spelthorne. The ground is a closed landfill site
contained by a clay cap and topsoil. In 1988 the
area was landscaped and devel oped as a Country
Park and the north side was opened to the public
in 1995.

Since that time the north side of the Park has been
developed to a high standard and has flourished
into an excellent habitat for flora and fauna, birds,
bats and other wildlife species. Bedfont Lakes
Country Park is now recognised as one of the finest
in the Country and has been awinner of numerous
regional and national awards, including the

prestigious GREEN FL AG award for the last nine
years. Thisaward isthe national standard for parks
and green spacesin England and Wales and

recognises the best green spaces in the country.
Bedfont Lakes gained Local Nature Reserve status
in November 2000 and is recognised as being one
of the best placesin London for watching wildlife.

The park is now being developed as a water-
focused nature reserve, with 180 acres of rolling
meadows, woodlands and lakes. Over 300 plants
and 140 bird species have been recorded in the
park and It is known to be a staging point for birds
on their migration journeys. In addition to the
wildlife, the park offers a wide range of activities
including, walking, picnics, atrim trail,
orienteering and fishing.

Unfortunately the park is divided by a railway
track and the south side is not currently open to the
public, apart from the dog exercise area.

Friends of Bedfont Lakes Country Park is a
growing group of local residents who are
committed to securing the future of Bedfont Lakes
for the peaceful use by al visitors.
